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Natiq Aga olgu Aliyev was born on November 23rd 1947 in the city of Baku, Azerbaijan Republic. 

He graduated on 1965 from School No 148, Baku. 

He graduated in 1970 from the M. Azizbeyov Petrochemical Institute as a mining engineer/geologist.

After graduating from the institute he worked in the Azerbaijan offshore petroleum exploration trust and the geological exploration office of the Kaspmorneft production association.

In 1971 N. A. Aliyev entered the Geological Institute of the Academy of Sciences of Azerbaijan.
