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Roberto Potì has been working in Edison since 2001. At present he is the Executive Vice President for International, Renewables and Special Projects. Moreover, he represents Edison in the Board of Directors of some other companies within the same Group.
In June 2006 he was nominated Chairman of GALSI S.p.A., the Company participated by Sonatrach, Edison and Enel for the gas pipeline between Algeria and Italy.
He is also member of the Board of the Poseidon SA, the company developing the gas pipeline linking Greece and Italy and in March 2009 has been appointed as CEO of ELPEDISON B.V., the holding company co-controlled by Edison and Helpe operating in the Greek market through ELPEDISON Power and ELPEDISON Trading.
In 1976 he started his professional activity for the Ansaldo Group holding different appointments until 1989 in nuclear, international and national power markets.
From 1990 to 1997 he assumed the position of General Manager and Managing Director of De Cardenas, an engineering and manufacturing company operating in the environmental and system components field.

From 1997 to 1998 he worked for the L & C Steinmuller GmbH – Gummersbach (Germany) as Vice President for Latin America and Mediterranean Areas.
In 1998, within the Techint Group, he has been nominated Vice President for Concessionary Activities, Managing Director of ETR and TTR, companies in joint-venture with Falck Group for development, engineering and operation of waste-to-energy plants.
In 1999, he joined the Falck Group maintaining the positions in ETR and TTR and becoming also General Codirector of SONDEL, the power company of the Group, subsequently merged with Edison.
Born in Italy on July 16th, 1951, in March 1975 he got his university degree in Nuclear Engineering at the Polytechnic of Torino and in 1976 he obtained the “G. Agnelli” specialization certificate (diploma) in Nuclear Technologies.
